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WSU Tech requires an official high school, GED, or homeschool transcript on file for any student who is requesting
financial aid. Once reviewed, deemed acceptable and entered by the Registrar’s office, it will not need to be turned in
again for future semesters at WSU Tech.

To indicate the student’s high school completion status when the student begins college in 2023-2024:

1. A copy of the student’s high school or GED transcript can be requested by

Parchment — it is recommended that you contact your high school directly and ask how to request your
transcript)

2. For students who completed secondary education in a country other than the United States, a copy must be
reviewed and translated. The report will be sent to the school indicated by student. This can be done by contacting
one of the following:

o www.wes.org
O www.ece.org

3. For a student who was homeschooled:

o Atranscript, or the equivalent, signed by the student's parent or guardian, that lists the secondary school
courses the student completed and includes a statement that the student successfully completed a
secondary school education in a homeschool setting, copy of school name, address, courses with grades,
and graduation date

o Once received WSU Tech Registrar’s Office will validate registration with the state to confirm school was on
file prior to graduation
